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A tsunami is a series of powerful, fast-moving waves. Even a tsunami with just a peak wave
height of 2-3 feet can flood coastal communities, impact harbor traffic and infrastructure,
and cause other damage and casualties. Most are generated by large, offshore earthquakes,
but landslides, volcanic eruptions, and even meteorite crashes can cause tsunamis too. If the
source is distant, you may have hours before waves arrive; if nearby, just a matter of mere
minutes.
